Augustine Henry is one of the most famous of the pioneering plant hunters who travelled to China during the latter part of the 19th century.   Henry played a key role in establishing the basis for our present knowledge of the Chinese flora. While he was not the first European plant collector in China, it is the sheer scale of his collection that sets him apart.

'In the Footsteps of Augustine Henry' is the first detailed account of Augustine Henry’s time in China.   It tells the fascinating story of his life and work and documents the three expeditions undertaken by Séamus O’Brien and his dedicated team of botanists and horticulturalists in 2002, 2004 and 2005 to retrace Henry's routes, many of which were in danger of being flooded with the construction of the Three Gorges Dam across the Yangtze River.
